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Intro

auxApp is a simple to use Macintosh application which makes your ALL601 even better.

There are three functions:

· Get a quick overview of the log file.
· Create a batch list from the log file for import into Final Cut Pro.
· Add an AUX TC1 containing the TOD TC from the log file.
The version which comes with your ALL601 is a demo version. The demo limits the conversion to 10 clips at a time. Log info and batch list creation are fully functional.

The Log Info

You have to select a Lanc Logger file by either pressing cmd-I or choosing menu item File-> Log Info for ALT.

After the the log has been processed the reel, start TC of the reel, count of clips on this reel and creation date and time will be displayed.

You can save this file to any location you want as a text file.

The Batch List

You also have to select a Lanc Logger file. Press cmd-B or choose menu item File-> Create Batch List from ALT.

A dialog will ask you for some settings which are not available in the log file, if you don't need the angle you can leave that field blank, otherwise the entry should be in letters A - E or a number.
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After the the log has been processed you will be asked to save this file.

The file contains following columns for each clip:

The clip name is created by the reel name and the running number of the clip.

This file can be imported into Final Cut Pro for use with Log & Transfer.

The Conversion

As mentioned above this process will add a second TC track to each clip. This TC track is written into the file on disk.

After you have captured your files with Final Cut Pro create a bin for each tape and move those clips which belong to tape into the matching folder. (See procedures for Log & Capture later in this document).

Now export each Bin/Tape as XML.

In auxApp press cmd-O or choose menu item File->Open. The application will ask you for an ALT file. After you have selected the file it will ask you for a Final Cut Pro XML file. Before selecting the XML file sure your selection is correct. It's a good idea have the Log Info file handy or displayed.

auxApp now will process both of the files.

When both files are analyzed the application window may look like below:
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In this case the ALL601 has logged several tapes, they are listed in the popup button. After a selection has been made by the user a warning will be displayed and the user has to confirm that the clips should be processed. In case only 1 tape is logged the application will proceed automatically.

Depending on the settings in Final Cut Pro the process is finished now (see Final Cut Pro Settings later in this document).

Special Cases

In case the log file contains more than one tape the user can drag additional XML files directly onto the application’s icon holding down the Shift key. The processed info of the log file is kept and only the XML has to be processed.

In case a complete tape is captured this long clip has to be exported as XML from Final Cut Pro.

The app now will create new referenced movie at the same folder level of the captured movie and add the AUX TC1 to these reference files. The original movie is left untouched. These files has to be imported into Final Cut manually.

Working in Final Cut Pro with the modified clips

The Browser Window must be activated. The select the header of the first column with the ctrl (alt) key pressed. In the contextual menu select Show TC. The column rows will show Source. Now select all of the modified clips and ctrl-click on one of the entries in the TC column. From the contextual menu select AUX 1.

Now all these clips will show the AUX TC and you can easily bring them in sync with either external audio or other clips.

Final Cut Pro

Settings

In the User Settings select the Editing tab and check the box Always Reconnect Externally Modified Files
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Log & Capture

In the Log & Capture window make sure you have entered a reel name if you want to capture a complete tape. This method though is not recommended. Instead you should create a batch list with the auxApp and use that to capture your tape.

Working with HDV clips will be created automatically.

How to update from the Demo to a full version
